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�� his week I read a very sad and 
ironic story about an attempt by 

the Episcopal Church to appeal to 
young people. It seems its membership 
rolls have been depleting, so the church 
has decided to embrace the doctrine of 
“inclusivity” in an effort to reverse that 
trend.  
   “Inclusivity” basically boils down to 
rejecting the Bible and replacing it with 
acceptance and celebration of whatever 
the world suggests is popular right 
now; in this case performing same-sex 
marriages and ordaining homosexual 
clergy. 
   The ironic thing about the story is 
that this will do nothing to attract peo-
ple to the Episcopal Church. Churches 
that follow this plan have been dying 
for decades and there is no reason to 
believe that trend will change now. One 
of the reasons these churches die, I be-
lieve, is that, deep down, people under-
stand that church is supposed to tell 
them the truth about ultimate reality, 
not appeal to their temporal desires. 
Any churches that stop proclaiming the 
Word of God have abandoned one of 
their primary reasons for existence. 
They have also given up one of the 
main reasons people have for attending 
church in the first place. Without a 
good reason to go to church, most peo-
ple stop. After all, there are plenty of 
places that appeal to temporal desires 
and most do it much more effectively

   People want the truth from 
church and they want it delivered 
clearly.

   My recent week at Pleasant-
view Bible Camp once again af-
firmed this principle for me. I 
gave a very blunt series of mes-
sages to a group of young adults 
about some of the lies they are 
often told about salvation and the 
Christian life. One of the most 
common reactions was, “Thanks 
for telling it to us straight, Don.” They didn’t want 
fluff or some feel-good message designed to make 
them like the speaker. They wanted to cold, hard facts.

   The other main reaction was 
one of appreciation for clarify-
ing what it means to be a disci-
ple of Jesus. This brings me to 
the sad aspect of the Episcopal 
Church story. That church’s de-
cision will cost more than mem-
bers, it will cost eternal lives. 
Turning away from the Word 
imperils people’s souls! The lies 
that the leadership of the Epis-
copal Church (and the culture at 
large) are foisting upon people 
are leading them to hell. In my 
series I tried to expose some of 
the more popular and dangerous 
lies to the light of biblical truth 
and there was a wonderful re-
sponse from the campers and 

staff. Please pray that they will take the teaching to 
heart and that the seeds planted in those young lives 
will bear much fruit in the years to come.
